Things to bring...

1 carrying case for information collected (back

1 pen /1 pencil and notebook w/ paper Disc / Flash drive with start of resume

Do not over pack (one large suitcase and one carrying bag is preferred). Two and three week campers will be
able to use the laundry located in the dorms.

Get to know you snack for the first day of camp (2:30/3:00pm)...
1 fun /snack food that represents your country /state/culture/YOU (to share with 10 friends) Please remember these
items will not be stored in the refrigerator so you should avoid perishables. Freshly baked items are okay.
To decorate your room
Pictures of your friends and family and 1 streamer roll or balloons to decorate your dorm room. We have a pretty
awesome room decorating contest. Think of a theme and go all out! (See roommate letter instructions)
Talent Show
Get an act ready for talent night. Stay away from acting! Magic tricks, impersonations, dance, singing, unique/weird
talent...etc. 2 to 3 minutes max! (the prizes are going to be GREAT!!)

How to handle money...
We no longer offer a “Camp Bank”. One week only campers will not need money. We do however give campers the
opportunity to visit gift shops overseeing that they spend no more than $15/$20. Bringing no more $20 is suggested for
a one week camper. Two and three week campers will need about $30 for each Disney and Catalina day as lunch and
dinner are not included. ATM / cash machines are available at all outings and on the Azusa Pacific Campus.

ALL cell phones will be collected at registration and given to campers on Tues
and Thurs to call home.
