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The Supplemental Study Group during The Actors Camp was created to accommodate the
diverse levels of commitment to training. Actors seeking to make a comprehensive
commitment to full professional training should consider applying for this course.

15 campers will experience a rigorous, but exhilarating additional g hours of core training that
offers a challenging opportunity to explore broader aspects of acting techniques and camera
performance skills. Actors will learn how to prepare scenes chosen from film and television
scripts. The curriculum emphasizes creating an energized, focused, camera performance in
both single and multi-cameras settings.

Should you apply?

First you should decide what length of commitment you would like to make to your training.
The Actors Camp currently offers 16 hours of core actors training including a commercial
workshop, improv, and on-camera scene study. After taking this into consideration, decide
according to your desired outcome and/or your level of experience. By adding an additional 9
hours of training, the young actor will be missing out on traditional camp games and activities.

Requirements:
* Must be at least 13 years of age at camp
* Two years of acting classes and/or plays

How to Apply:

The following should be sent separate from the other camp forms and in our office by May 31*

1. Two (2) completed recommendation forms found on the forms page:
o Onerecommendation from an acting teacher or director who has worked closely
with the young actor.
o Onerecommendation from a teacher or guidance counselor indicating the
student’s maturity level.
2. A short essay explaining why being included in this additional intensive is important to
you.
3. Actorsresume

There is no additional cost to apply to this program. Meeting the May 31* deadline is a part of
the application process. No extensions or exceptions will be made.
